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Abstract

According to Royal Thai Police claims to amend the Land Traffic Act B.E. 2522
through the National legislative Assembly as screen by details of amendment section142
which states that in case of any traffic officers or inquiry officers consider that driver or
person in car infringes the regulation, they have the authority to test the driver whether he is
drunk and unable to drive or not. In case the driver refuses a breath test (by Breath Alcohol
Tester), traffic officers or inquiry officers have the authority to detain him for the test within a
reasonable time. If someone disobeys a lawful order of traffic officers, he shall be punished
with a fine not exceeding 1,000 Baht. (Section154). Practically, most drunk drivers would try
to avoid Breath Alcohol Tester. They prefer to be punished with a fine (not exceeding 1,000
Baht) in charge of disobeying a lawful order of traffic officers.

Therefore, they claim to amend the legislation. The new idea is to state that if the
driver refuses the breath test, it is assumed that he has a blood alcohol concentration that is
over the legal limit. If this draft was happen to be considered by National legislative
Assembly, the writer think that it would affect the human rights indicated under Constitution
of The Kingdom of Thailand which is the basic right of all people. For these reason, the
Land Traffic Act B.E. 2557 should consider more about the human right indicated under
Constitution of The Kingdom of Thailand. It can be done by comparing with the Land Traffic

Act of other countries
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
