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Abstract

The study explores and analyzes the representation and the concepts of democracy
and human rights in Thailand in the poems that have won the PHAN-WAN-FA Award.
Founded and sponsored by the Thai parliament and the writer association of Thailand, the
PHAN-WAN-FA Award is an open literary contest for the best short stories and poems that
help promote democracy and raise democratic awareness. This study focuses specifically
only on poems that have won the awards, including the winner, the runner-up, and the 10
finalists. Of all 12 poems which have won the awards in 2013

Instead of considering literature as a mere mimetic reflection of reality Thai society,
but relies on the concept of ‘representation’ which expressed the thought about democracy
and human rights of Thai people. However, there is at least one group that has the same
thought as democracy and human rights’ s representation in Thai political poems.

The study found different treatment of democracy and human rights. The most
prominent one was to present a historical narrative of Thai democracy which consist of the
rising up of Thai people for democracy and the keeping power of the people opponent.
Another frequent theme found in these poems was the upholding the principle of Democracy
and Human rights such as Rights, Freedom, Equality and Humanity. Including the election
and politicians in a political system. In this light, democracy need being a modern political
system. A large number of these-winning poems, furthermore, Thai society had no peace and
justice. Together with the theme of Thai people still be fighting and be victims. Last, the study
has found that the principles of democracy and the love was the best solution for the abuse

of power and social problems.
