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Abstract

There are many term for women in Thai language. It could say that women are
important gender in Thai society. It is evidenced by the field of fiction writing such as the
country songs of Surapol Sombatcharoen. The language was used by convey the songs
had a story about women. As authors who represented the men, they often looked for every
creative terms and variety of term for women.

The results of the study was as follows: there was 85 terms for women found which
could divide into two groups i.e. 36.46% with denotation and 63.52% with connotation.

There was 3 methods of the formation of these terms: 21.17% used of isolating

words; 74.11% used of compound words and 4.71% used of synonymous compounds.
