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Abstract

This research has two main objectives which are to study of the behavior of
Chinese tourists case study of Ayutthaya Historical Park and to study the relationship
between Chinese tourists' basic information and tourist behavior of Chinese tourists visiting
the case study of Ayutthaya Historical Park. The questionnaire was used as a tool to collect
data from 400 Chinese tourists traveling to Thailand. For the data analysis using percentage,
mean, standard deviation and testing the relationship of variables with chi-square statistics.
The results of the study summarize the behavior of Chinese tourists A case study of Phra
Nakhon Si Ayutthaya Historical Park of Thailand are as follows female tourists accounted for
53.80 %, males accounted for 46.30 %, married status accounted for 60.30 %, monthly
income 30,000 - 40,000 Baht and have monthly income 40,001 Baht or more accounted for
45.50 %, travel with tour operation firm 36.30 %, travel for tourist purpose relax is 27.00 %,
by traveling with Thai culture accounted for 46.80%, most traveled to Thailand for a second
time accounted for 44.00 %, the number of Chinese tourists traveling to Thailand for 8-12
days accounted for 41.75 %, get travel information from travel agencies accounted for 43.50
%, during October to December most tourists visit accounted for 39.75 %, the most popular
souvenir items are jewelry accounted for 34.05 %, and tourists want to come back again
accounted for 94.50 %, The results of hypothesis testing with Chi-Square statistic showed
that gender correlates with the months of travel in Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya Historical Park
significantly at the .05 level, the travel party with the number of days in the trip is not
important. In terms of marital relations, the main purpose of travel, the types of tourist
destinations and sources of information received prior to the trip were significantly different

at .01 level, In term of the monthly income there was a significant relationship with the



number of travel days at the .01 level. In term of the number of times to travel and travel

back again is not related.
