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Abstract

This study aimed to identify the factors leading the ancient monuments and
antiques in the Ayutthaya Historical Park to remain undeveloped and face deterioration.

According to the research, it indicated that related people’s participation in the
management of world heritage sites including government agency, private sectors and
other organizations was the key factor to create sustainable development of ancient
monuments and antiques in Ayutthaya Historical Park. However, the result revealed that
there was no participation in the management among the communities living around the
Historical Park or their participation was low resulting from ineffective law enforcement
under Ancient Monuments, Antiques, Objects of Art and National Museums Act,. B.E.
2504 (1961) (2" Amendment B.E. 2535 (1992) concerning preservation of ancient
monuments and antiques. Moreover, due to issues of government agency and related
officers’ practices as well as participation of the communities, it affected the
ineffectiveness of law enforcement, which meant people in the communities did not
realize the importance of their roles or participation in preservation of ancient

monuments and antiques.
