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Abstract

The objectives of this research were 1) To study teachers’ competency in the
21% century.2) To study the academic leadership ,learning organization, and child-centered
learning, and 3) To study factors affecting to teachers’ competency in the 21 * century. The
sample group consisted of nine schools, and 251 teachers working in Primary education
institutes under the Office of Primary, Sai Mai District Bangkok. Using Krejcie and Morgan's
sample size tables, Stratified Random Sampling by proportion and a simple random
sampling. The instrument used was a questionnaire (Rating scale: 5 levels). The reliability
was 0.979. Statistics used in data analysis were Percentage, Mean, and Standard Deviation.
Calculated the reliability of the questionnaire (Rating scale) that was an evaluation scale by
Cronbach's alpha coefficient method and statistical data analysis by Structural Equation
Modeling (SEM), by Path analysis with Latent Variable with empirical data from the values
Chi-square/ df; Statistically insignificant difference from zero, the GFI and TLI index was
greater than .09, the RMSEA was less than .05, the RMR was less than .08, and the Chi-
square/df was less than 2.

Findings
1)Factors of teachers’ competency, Learning organization, Child-centered learning.
Respondents had a very high level of opinion. 2) The academic leadership factor has a

positive direct, and an overall effect on child-centered learning management, and Learning

organization. It was statistically significant at the .05 but had no direct effect on teacher



competency. 3) Factors of child-centered learning had a positive direct and overall effect on
teachers’ competency. It was statistically significant at the .05 4) Factor of Learning
organization had a positive direct and overall effect on teachers’ competency with
statistically significant at the .05 5) Factors of academic leadership had a positive direct
and overall effect on teachers’ competency through child-centered learning, and Learning
organization with statistically significant at the .05, and 6) The revised model of factors

affecting teachers’ competency in the 21° century was consistent with the empirical data.
