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Abstract

This research aimed to study and compare the English learning styles of students,
Faculty of Education, North Bangkok University, classified by gender, program and
academic year. The sample group was undergraduate students of Early Childhood
Education and Physical Education and Sports Science, Faculty of Education, North Bangkok
University, amount 163 students by stratified random sampling. The questionnaire was used
as a research tool to collect data with a confidence value of .959. The statistics used in the
research were percentage values, mean and standard deviation t-test and F-test (One-way
Anova).

The results showed that most of the respondents were female, studying early
childhood education and at the level of the third year. Whereas the English learning style of
students, Faculty of Education, North Bangkok University, in an overall, it was at a moderate
level. When considering each style, it was found that the learning style with the highest
average was: Participant Style, followed by Collaborative Style, Dependent Style, Competitive
Style, Independent Style respectively and the learning style with the least mean was Avoidant
Style.

The hypothesis testing results showed that students with different gender, program

and academic year were not different in English learning style.
