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Abstract

This research aimed 1) to study the English learning strategies of students in Graduate
Diploma Program in Teaching Professions, North Bangkok University and 2) to compare the
English learning strategies of students in Graduate Diploma Program in Teaching
Professions, North Bangkok University divided by gender, year of study, average grade,
income and teaching level. The sample consisted of 144 using formula’s Krejcie & Morgan
with students studying in the Graduate Diploma Program in Teacher Professions, North
Bangkok University, academic year 2020 by simple random sampling. The research
instrument was questionnaire by using Oxford's English learning strategies. Statistics in the
research was percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and F-test statistics (One-way
Anova). The pair was analyzed by LSD.

The research results found that most were female, studying in the first year, their
income ranges from 15,000 - 20,000 baht, having GPA in the range of 3.00-3.49 and teaching
at the secondary school. The English learning strategies of students in Graduate Diploma
Program in Teaching Profession were found that in an overall it was at a high level. When
considered individually was found that the highest average was: Compensation strategies
followed by Affective strategies, Memory strategies, Metacognitive strategies, Social
strategies, respectively, and those with the least average was Cognitive strategies.

From hypothesis testing was found that personal factors: gender, year grade, GPA,
and income, weren't different from English learning strategies. On the other hand, students
in the Graduate Diploma Program in Teacher Profession with different teaching levels had
significantly different strategies for English learning strategies in Memory strategies at a level

of .05.
